The
design included over 11,000 linear feet of bridge attachment
with stainless steel and fiberglass conduit hangers designed
to withstand hurricane force winds and resist saltwater
corrosion from a marine environment. In addition,
CobbFendley engineers performed a value engineering
analysis of the manufacturer’s recommended hanger design,
which resulted in savings of over $150,000 in material
costs. The engineered design included ad hoc solutions for
the conduit hangers, on-bridge fiberglass pullboxes, and
underground conduit to bridge attachment transitions.
